People and pets must vacate the unit and may
reenter dfter the treatment is dry.

Preparing For
The Treatment

1. Remove all valuables: jewelry, jewelry
boxes, money, clothing, etc. Anything you do
not want a pest control technician to handle
and put in a bag.

2. Remove all weapons and ammunition.
Must be removed or locked in a gun safe.

3. Allclothing and personal items must be

removed from the floors and under the
bed: dirty clothes, toys, shoes, boxes, etc.

Please remove bed linens, and all other items
from beds, drawers, and closets as needed.

We recommend bagging all your linens and
clothes to transport to the laundry.

Laundry items should be washed according to
garment instructions, then dried. Items should
be placed in the dryer and ran for a minimum
of 45 minutes or until reaching a temp of 134
degrees. If items cannot be dried, they must be
dry cleaned.

Should The Bug Master need to
REMOVE CLOTHING AND PERSONAL

ITEMS FROM FLOOR AND UNDER THE
BED, there will be an additional
minimum charge of $150.
